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GENERAL INFORMATION

1. GENERAL RULES OF TARIFF
(1) APPLICATION OF TARIFF

The rates are only applicable to transportation from the airport of departure to the airport of

destination and do not include the charges for services such as customs clearance, pick-up, delivery,
terminal, storage or any similar services.
(2) CALCULATION OF CHARGES

The chargeable weight for computation of the charge shall be determined on the basis of either the

gross weight or the volume weight of a shipment, whichever is greater. Charges for a shipment with
overall dimensions exceeding 6,000 cubic centimeters per kilogram will be assessed on the basis of a half
kilogram for each 3,000 cubic centimeters of fraction thereof.

Shipments which preclude other cargo from being loaded on the same pallet, such as large-sized or
lengthy cargoes, and those cargoes, regardless of their size , exclusively occupy a pallet at the request
of the shipper, such as work of art, may be assessed at the rate applicable to the shipment whatever
higher of the actual or dimentional weight of the shipment , or the minimum chargeable weight per
ULD. For details, please refer to the diagrams specified at page 1.

2. ACCEPTANCE

The goods listed in each of the following Subparagraphs shall not be acceptable:

(a) Valuables.

(b) Letters or means of communication which are defined as letters under the laws in effect.

(c) Animals

(d) Human remains and ashes.

(e) Goods which easily deteriorate or rot.

(f) Dangerous articles (as defined in the Dangerous Articles Regulation of the International Air Transport
Association.)

(g) Goods the carriage or exportation or importation of which is prohibited under the laws or regulation of
the country of departure country of destination country of transit or country of passage.

(h) Other goods which are deemed inappropriate for carriage by a Carrier.

3. TRANSPORTATION RATES AND CHARGES
(1) MINIMUM CHARGES

Minimum charges for each destination are listed in this booklet. The minimum charge will be

assessed whenever the total weight or volume charge is less than the minimum charge.
(20 GENERAL CARGO RATES (GCR)

General Cargo Rates are applied to the carriage of all commodities except the commodities to which

Specific Commodity Rates are applicable. When the commodities are over 100kgs, it is possible to
calculate within the range under 20% from GCR.
(3) SPECIFIC COMMODITY RATES  (SCR)

Specific Commodity Rates are usually reduced rates which are applicable to the specific

commodity on the specific sector. All the commodities applicable to SCR are provided with 4- digit or 5
— digit numbers. Specific Commodity Rates take precedence over General Cargo Rates.
(4) AD VALOREM CHARGES

In case a shipper’s "declared value for carriage" on the Air Waybill is more than the maximum

liability (22SDR per kilogram) of a carrier as stipulated in the Montreal Convention, 0.75 percent of
the amount in excess of the “declared value for carriage” shall be paid as Ad Valorem charges.
(5) VARIOUS SURCHARGE
O FUEL SURCHARGE (FSC)

The Nippon Express’ Fuel Surcharge will be charged in strict accordance with the airline’s FSC

assessment as a pass through cost.
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@ INSURANCE SURCHARGE (ISC), SECURITY SURCHARGE (SSC)
The Insurance Surcharge or the Security Surcharge will be charged in accordance with the
following:

a) If the airline assesses a ISC or SSC on rate per kg the Nippon Express’ ISC or SSC will be
the amount that the chargeable weight multiplied by the rate the airline applies.

b) Ifthe airline assesses a flat ISC or SSC per each master air waybill the Nippon Express’ ISC
or SSC per house air waybill will be equal to the airline charge divided by the total number
of house air waybills under the master air waybill.

® SURCHARGE FOR THE SUPPLY AND DEMAND OF AIRCRAFT SPACE or PEAK SEASON
SURCHARGE
A Surcharge related to the supply and demand for aircraft space or the Peak Season Surcharge
(PSS) will be charged in accordance with the following:

a) Ifthe airline assesses a PSS on the rate per kg, the Nippon Express’ PSS will be the amount
that the chargeable weight multiplied by the rate the airline applies.

b) If the airline assesses a flat PSS per each master air waybill, the Nippon Express’ PSS per
house air waybill will be equal to the airline charge divided by the total number of house
air waybills under the master air waybill.

In the event that the airline does not assess or has discontinued the Fuel Surcharge, Insurance
Surcharge, Security Surcharge, or Surcharge in connection with the supply and demand for
aircraft space or the Peak Season Surcharge, Nippon Express will also not charge for FSC, ISC ,
SSC nor PSS.

(6) _RAGULATED AGENT SECURITY CHARGE (RASC)
To fulfill the obligation as Regulated Agent, JPY 300 per AWB is asked to pay to maintain the
systems to achieve safe transport and smooth distribution.

(7) _ULD (UNIT LOAD DEVICE) OPTION CHARGE
As requested by shipper to transport with the Nippon Express ULD operation, ULD option charge
will be applied to the shipper. JPY 20 yen per kilogram for the chargeable weight of the house air
waybill will be charged.

Regardless of the shipper's request, ULD option charge will not be applied when the Nippon Express
ULD operation is not provided.

(8) _AIR CARGO ADVANCE INFORMATION TRANSMISSION FEE (AMS)

JPY 500 per AWB will be charged to shipper or to consignee as Information Transmission Fee for
providing a security manifest data to customs in the destination country or other authorities through
the airline or others.

4. SERVICES AND RELATED CHARGES
(1) INSURANCE

All-risk insurance is available to shippers by carriers’ regulations.

(2) CHARGES COLLECT
Charges collect service is available at many destinations except the cargo containing samples not
equal in resale value to charges thereof ,etc. For shipments moving on charges collect basis shipper
is responsible for all charges in case consignee refuses to pay the charges or if shipments cannot be
delivered at destination for any reason.



(3) CHARGE COLLECT FEE (CC fee)
For the charges collect shipments the CC fee will be assessed on the weight and valuation
charges on the Air Waybill. The applicable percentage of destinations are listed hereunder.

(4) AIR WAYBILL FEE

When the carrier or its agent issues Air Waybill for the transportation on shipper’s behalf, the
shipper or consignee will be charged JPY 200 per Air Waybill as the Air Waybill fee.
The Air Waybill Fee will be subject to tax in accordance with the Consumption Tax Act and other

relevant laws.

(5)  DANGEROUS GOODS HANDLING FEE

In the event of transporting dangerous goods as provided in the IATA Dangerous Goods Regulations,

the Dangerous Goods Handling Fee will be charged by Nippon Express in parallel to the airline’s

dangerous goods handling fee as a pass through cost.

5. OTHERS

With maximum of this written applying rate and charges will respond to the separate engagement. However,

this will not apply except for general transportation service by regularly scheduled flights.
